Name

The Technical Assistance entity shall be called ITACC – Information and Technical Assistance Center for Councils.

Role and Function

The role and function of the ITACC Advisory Committee is to provide guidance and general direction for conducting the training and technical assistance 
activities of the technical assistance contract.

Committee Composition

The ITACC Advisory Committee is composed of a cross section of Council members, Council Directors and Council staff.  A member of the NACDD Board of Directors is also a member of this Committee.  At least half of the members of the ITACC Advisory Committee are individuals with developmental disabilities or family members of persons with developmental disabilities.  All members of the ITACC Advisory Committee are approved by the contract federal project officer.

Committee terms of service

Each ITACC Advisory Committee member is appointed for a one year term.  Terms of service shall end September 30 of the year following appointment.

Succession of membership terms

ITACC Advisory Committee appointment is the sole responsibility of the Administration on Developmental Disabilities federal project officer for this contract.  Committee members may not appoint any individual to succeed themselves on this committee.

Meeting attendance

The ITACC Advisory Committee shall meet quarterly.  Three quarterly meetings will be held by conference call and one quarterly meeting will be held face-to-face in conjunction with the ADD Technical Assistance Institute.

Committee duties

1) Advisory Committee will conduct a strategic review of the contract work plan and offer input and feedback.

2) Committee will schedule and attend quarterly Advisory committee meetings.

3) Committee shall review the annual evaluation of the technical assistance contract completed by the Administration on Developmental Disabilities.

4) Committee shall review the annual needs assessment of Councils and offer feedback.

Contract purpose

The Technical Assistance contract is funded by the Administration on Developmental Disabilities to improve program performance, statutory compliance and program outcomes across the network of State councils.

Under the Technical Assistance Contract, it is expected that initiatives shall be identified and undertaken to support the improvement of Council operations and performance.

The Scope of Work for this contract includes:

· Dissemination of topical information from multiple Councils and others whose work affects the lives of individuals with developmental disabilities

· Compilation, analysis, and dissemination of state-of-the-art training, demonstration projects, and practices from Councils whose work affects the lives of persons with developmental disabilities

· Design and implementation of targeted technical assistance that will support the Councils as they carry out the mandated core functions

· Development and implementation of projects and activities that will enhance the ability of Councils to involve people with developmental disabilities in the operations of the program.

· Development and implementation of projects and activities that will enhance the ability of Councils to reach out, serve, and include people from culturally and linguistically diverse backgrounds in the operations and functions of the program

· Responses to other emerging technical assistance needs
